School Attendance

Just to remind parents/carers that if they take
their child out of school for 5 or more days
(which do not have to be consecutive), you will
be liable to receive a penalty notice. The amount
payable under a penalty notice is £60.00 per
parent/carer per child if paid within 21 days.
Thereafter the amount increases to £120.00 if
paid between 21 and 28 days. If the penalty no-
tice remains unpaid after 28 days, the Local Au-
thority will consider a prosecution in the Magis-
trates Court. Penalty notices are issued per
parent/carer per child, so a family of two parents
and two children will receive 4 penalty notices.

If you take your child out of school for holiday or
for another event, please contact the School Of-
fice to request a Leave of Absence Form. This
needs to be completed and returned to the office
before you take your child out of school.
